About 5th Grade

Homework: We have quite a bit of homework in 5th grade, but most of it can be completed in class by focusing in class. Tests MUST be studied for to do well. Most tests have a study guide that outlines the material for the test. All homework must be completed and turned in on time by all students. 

Discipline: I use the card system for behavior problems. There are three cards that mimic a stoplight. Students begin each day on green. One card pulled results in a yellow card showing and no recess for that day. Two cards pulled results in a red card and no recess for the rest of the week. If all cards are pulled, the student reports to the principal’s office for the rest of the day. Parents are notified as appropriate. 

Newsletters: I send home newsletters each Friday.  Make sure you receive this weekly memo. It is often the best method of tell all parents what we are doing in the classroom as well as reminded and informing of all school and class events.
